The following slide shows the book rescue effort on
Monday following the flood. Volunteers entered the
ground floor through the doors in the background to
retrieve books previously designated to be rescued.
Outside, workers pulled these books from book
trucks, wrapped loosely in waxed paper and stored
spine down in cartons. In foreground, more workers
carried cartons of books to the freezer trailers fo
Immediate freezing.






Inside of one of the freezer trailers. We
stacked cartons of rescued books and map
case drawers with valuable aerial photographs
and maps in the trailers for quick freezing.
